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CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS

The following parts of the microwave oven should be cleaned on
a regular basis to prevent grease and food residue build-ups.

* Inside and outside surfaces
* Door and door seals
* Glass tray and rolling rings

Always ensure that the door seals are clean and the door closes

properly. Failure to maintain the oven in a clean condition could

lead to deterioration of the surface that could adversly affect the

operation of the appliance and possibly result in a hazardous

situation.

Cake quick menu (A8) program starts with preheating of the
microwave oven, under convection mode at 160°C. When
preheat temperature is reached, the microwave oven will
stop operation and beep to inform you, so you can place the
cake into the microwave oven.
