1. Close the sandwich maker and plug it into the socket. The power/temperature indicator light will
turn on. The preheating of the sandwich maker has begun.

2. It will take approximately 2-3 minutes to reach the appropriate cooking temperature. The
temperature indicator light (green light) will turn off when the correct cooking temperature is
reached.
3. Open the lid by holding and lifting the heat-resistant handle and then place the sandwiches on
the lower cooking plate.
4. Close the lid. The temperature indicator light will turn on again.

5. Let the sandwiches cook until the temperature indicator light turns off again, or until the
sandwiches are browned to your preference. The cooking time depends on your personal taste.
6. When the sandwiches are ready, open the lid using the heat-resistant handle. Remove the
sandwiches with the help of a plastic spatula.

i NOTE: Never use metal tongs or a knife as they may damage the non-stick coating of the
cooking plates.
7. Once you have finished cooking, unplug the appliance and leave it with the plates open until it
cools down.

CLEANING

1. Always unplug the appliance and let it cool down before cleaning. The appliance is easier to
clean when it is slightly warm. No disassembly is required for cleaning.

2. Never immerse the appliance in water. It is not dishwasher safe.

3. Wipe the cooking plates with a soft cloth to remove food residues. To remove persistent dried
food residues, dampen them with a little warm water to soften them and then try to remove them
with a cloth or kitchen paper. Then, clean with a dry cloth or paper.

4. Do not use detergents or sharp and metallic objects as they may damage or scratch the non-
stick coating.

5. Wipe the exterior of the appliance only with a damp cloth. Do not clean the exterior with any
abrasive or wire sponge as this will damage the finish.

STORAGE

1. Always disconnect the cord from the power outlet before storing the appliance.

2. Make sure the appliance is cool and dry before storage.

3. Always store the appliance out of reach of children.

4. Always store the appliance in a safe and clean place. For better protection, store it in its original
packaging.

5. The cord can be wrapped around the base for storage.
