3. Connect the heater to the power supply.

POWER LEVEL SELECTION

Switch off the appliance by selecting the “0” position using the power level selection rotary switch.
TEMPERATURE SETTING

You can set the desired room temperature by turning the rotary switch (thermostat) and selecting
the temperature level from “ * " to “MAX".
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TIP-OVER SWITCH

The appliance is equipped with a special tipping protection system, which immediately cuts off the
power supply in case the appliance is tipped over. When the appliance tilts back to an upright
position, the appliance will automatically return to the state it was in before it was dropped.

CLEANING
1. Before cleaning, switch off the appliance and allow the appliance to cool down well.
2. Clean the appliance housing with a slightly damp cloth and then wipe it with a dry cloth.

3. Do not use harsh, abrasive or corrosive detergents or solvents to clean the appliance, and do not
use any of the following as a cleaner: benzine, thinners or benzene.

4. Do not use waxes or other polishing products as these may react with the temperature and
cause discoloration.

ACAUTION: Do not allow water to drip onto or into the appliance and onto the power cord.

STORAGE

1. Always unplug the power cord before storing the appliance.
2. Make sure the appliance is cold and dry before storing.

3. Always store the appliance out of the reach of children.

4. Always store the appliance in a cool and dry place. To best protect the appliance, store it in its
original packaging.
