e The appliance must be stored in a well-ventilated area where the size of the
room corresponds to the area of the room as determined for operation

¢ Ventilation machines and outlets are functioning adequately and are not
obstructed.
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e If an indirect refrigerant circuit is used, the secondary circuit is checked for
the presence of refrigerant.

e Marking on the equipment must be visible and legible. Signs that are illegible
must be corrected.

e The cooling pipe or components are installed in a location where they are
unlikely to be exposed to any substance that can corrode components
containing the refrigerant, unless the components are made of materials that
are inherently corrosion resistant or are properly protected from to corrode.

CHECK OF ELECTRICAL APPLIANCES

Repair and maintenance of electrical components includes initial safety checks
and component inspection procedures. If there is a fault which could
compromise safety then no electrical supply shall be connected to the circuit
until it has been satisfactorily dealt with. If the error cannot be corrected
immediately, but it is necessary to continue operation, an appropriate
temporary solution must be used. This should be reported to the owner of the
equipment so that all parties are informed.

Initial security checks include:

e Discharging capacitors: this must be done in a safe manner to avoid the
possibility of ignition

e that there are no electrical components and wiring exposed when charging,
recovering or cleaning the system

e that there is earth continuity

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POSITIONING THE DEHUMIDIFIER

S

1. Remove all packaging materials and keep out of reach of children.

2. After unpacking the dehumidifier check for possible damage. In case of damage or visible
problem, do not use the appliance and contact the store where you bought it.

3. Check that the voltage of the mains you will use matches the operating voltage of the appliance
and that they are in correspondence.

4. Place the dehumidifier on a flat surface and away from flammable objects. Always keep away
from children.

5. Place the dehumidifier on a stable and flat surface.

/\CAUTION: Never place the dehumidifier:

near heat sources (e.g. heaters, radiators, fireplaces, etc.)
in a place exposed to sunlight or rain

e where water or oil may fall on it

in rooms with a lot of dust

in poorly ventilated rooms

in areas with an uneven surface

in areas where ground vibrations are generated
in spaces smaller than 4 sq.m.

in areas where there are flammable materials

e outdoors

near walls, curtains or objects that prevent proper air circulation

6. AWARNING: Place the dehumidifier in well-ventilated areas larger than 4 sq.m. .

7. Leave at least 30cm of space around the appliance for better air circulation and more efficient
operation of the dehumidifier.




8. Keep the air inlet and outlet clear of obstructions.
9. Place blinds facing up before first use.
10. Make sure that the water container is empty and correctly placed in its place, otherwise the
appliance will not work properly.

i NOTES:
o If the dehumidifier is raised above 45°, leave the dehumidifier in a vertical position for 24 hours
before operating it.
¢ Do not attempt to move the wheels on carpet or uneven surfaces, or move the unit when there is
water in the container, as it may tip over and spill water.
e The dehumidifier works ideally in rooms with temperatures from 5°C to 35°C.

USING THE APPLIANCE

1. Check that the voltage of the mains you will use matches the operating voltage of the appliance
and that they are in correspondence.

2. Make sure the appliance is unplugged and turned off.

3. Plug the dehumidifier into a properly installed and grounded outlet.

4. In standby mode, press the dehumidifier on/off button.

5. The power LED lights up, the default fan speed is set to the highest level, and the default
humidity is set to 50%. To turn off the appliance, press the dehumidifier on/off button. The power
LED turns off, the compressor stops running, while the fan continues to run for 30 seconds and
then stops.

APPLIANCE FUNCTIONS
The dehumidifier has the following functions. Select the desired function by pressing the function
selection key on the control panel.

» AUTOMATIC OPERATION

When the ambient humidity level is > +3% of your selected humidity level setting, the fan and
compressor start to operate. When the ambient humidity level is < -3% of your selected humidity
level setting, the compressor and fan will stop operating after 30 seconds.
The air speed level and humidity level can be adjusted in automatic mode.

1 NOTE: When the unit is defrosting in this mode, the indicator light is on. 0

» CONTINUOUS DRY FUNCTION

The dehumidifier runs continuously (humidity level cannot be adjusted) until the water tank is full
or the appliance is turned off manually. During operation, the current humidity level is displayed on
the screen.

> SLEEP MODE

Long press the dehumidifier power button or press the sleep mode selection button to select the
sleep mode. The corresponding power LED lights up. After 10 seconds of no appliance operation, all
the indicators except the sleep mode indicator turn off so that you are not disturbed by the lighting
during sleep. Press any key to turn the lighting on the control panel back on. Press the sleep mode
selection key again to exit sleep mode.

Air speed level and humidity level cannot be adjusted during sleep mode.
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AIR SPEED LEVEL ADJUSTMENT

1. Press the air speed level adjustment key to set the fan speed to the lowest level. Once you select
the desired speed level, the corresponding LED indicator on the control panel will light up.
2. Press the air speed level adjustment key again to set the fan speed to the highest level. Once
you select the desired speed level, the corresponding LED indicator on the control panel will light
up.

i NOTE: Fan speed cannot be adjusted during continuous dry mode, sleep mode and during
defrost.

HUMIDITY LEVEL ADJUSTMENT

1. Press the humidity level adjustment button once and the current ambient humidity percentage
will be displayed. Press again to set the desired humidity level. The humidity level can be adjusted
from 30% to 80% in 5% increments.

2. When you select the desired level, your selection is confirmed after 3 seconds and the
dehumidifier finalizes the desired setting. It then exits the setting mode and displays the current
ambient humidity percentage.

3. Long press the humidity level adjustment key for 3 seconds to display the current ambient
temperature.

TIMER

Press the timer on/off key to enter the setting process, then press the humidity level setting key to
set the time.

Each time you press the key, the value increases by 1 hour and the corresponding number appears
on the screen. The timer LED indicator lights up when programming is complete. The appliance will
turn on / off once the set time is reached and the LED indicator light will turn on / off. The LED
indicator will automatically turn off once the set setting operation is completed. There are two
available ways to set the timer:

e Activation of the appliance with a time delay (the appliance is in standby mode): In
standby mode the specified number represents the time interval in hours after which the
dehumidifier will be activated.

e Switch off the appliance with a time delay (setting during operation): During operation of
the dehumidifier, the number you set will represent the number of hours of operation of the unit
until the appliance switches off automatically.

To disable / cancel the timer setting, set the timer to “00".

ION FUNCTION .
Press the ion function on / off key to activate the ion function. Press again to turn off.

CHILD LOCK ()
Press and hold the lock (child lock) button for 3 seconds to enable/disable the child lock function.
As soon as the function is activated, the corresponding LED indicator on the control panel lights up.

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MEMORY FUNCTION IN THE EVENT OF A POWER FAILURE

In the event of a power failure, and when the power is restored, the dehumidifier will resume after
3 minutes the state prior to the power failure.

If the dehumidifier was turned on before the power failure, it will start working after the power is
restored.

If the dehumidifier was on standby mode before the power failure, it will remain in standby mode
after the power is restored.

DRAINAGE

When the water tank is full, the appliance will automatically stop working. At the same time, a
notification sound will be heard and the full water tank indicator light on the control panel will light
up.

There are two available options in order to remove the water collected from the dehumidifier:

e Manual draining: Empty the collected water from water tank.

e Continuous draining: Use the drain hose for continuous water drainage

MANUAL DRAINING

1. Press the power on / off button to turn off the dehumidifier.

2. Hold the water tank and pull it out of the dehumidifier body carefully.
3. Empty the water tank.

4. Clean the inside of the water tank from any debris as well as the outer casing.
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5. Insert the empty tank back into the appliance.
6. Press the on / off button to continue.
7. If the full tank indicator light does not go out, make sure the water filling sensor is in place.

CONTINUOUS DRAINING

Dehumidifier has a drainage port that allows continuous drainage of collected water.

1. Press the power on / off button to turn off the dehumidifier. Pull the power cord away from the
drainage port.

2. Attach the drain hose (included in the package) to the drainage port located on the back part of
the appliance for continuous drainage, as shown in the figure below.

3. Make sure that the drain hose is straight, does not fold, is not obstructed by objects and is
directed downwards allowing water to flow by gravity to an external drain. Ensure that the end of
the drain hose is lower than the drain opening, otherwise the collected water will not drain and
flooding or other or other problem may occur.

1 NOTES:
¢ Do not submerge the end of the drain hose into the water as it may cause "Air Lock" in the hose.
Risk of water leakage, appliance malfunction and electric shock!
¢ As the negative pressure of condensate drain pan is large, tilt the drain hose downward toward
the floor. It is appropriate that the degree of inclination should exceed 20°C.

CLEANING

Follow the instructions to safely take care of the dehumidifier.

1. Always make sure that the appliance is unplugged before cleaning it.

2. Do not pour water on or inside the appliance.

3. Clean the appliance housing and control panel with a soft damp cloth.

4. Do not use anything abrasive that can scratch or damage the appliance. Do not use a wire brush
or other abrasive utensils for cleaning. Do not use chemical solvents (such as benzene, alcohol or
gasoline) as they may cause irreversible damage to the unit.

CLEANING OF THE EXTERNAL HOUSING AND OF AIR OUTLETS

1. Use a vacuum cleaner or a soft brush to clean the air outlets.

2. Wipe the body of the appliance with a soft damp cloth and wipe well to dry.

A CAUTION: Do not allow water to drip on or inside the appliance. Danger of electric shock!
Risk of appliance malfunction!




CLEANING OF THE WATER TANK
Be sure to clean the tank regularly to prevent mold and bacteria growth.
1. Press the on/off button to turn off the dehumidifier.
2. Grasp and slide the water tank out of the dehumidifier body carefully.
3. Clean the tank with water and a mild and mild detergent. Do not use scourers or wire,
chemically treated dust-resistant cloth, benzine, benzene, thinner or other chemical cleaners as
they may corrode the tank and cause leakage.
4. Dry thoroughly before putting it back on the unit.
i NOTE: Do not use a dishwasher to clean the water tank.

CLEANING OF THE FILTERS

Dust is collected in the filter and blocks the air flow. Limited airflow reduces system efficiency and
damage may occur to the unit.

The air filter requires regular cleaning (at least every 2 weeks). The air filter is removable for easy
cleaning.

A CAUTION: Do not operate the appliance without an air filter.

1. Remove the filter frame on the back of the dehumidifier and carefully remove the air filter.

2. Use a vacuum cleaner to gently absorb dust from the surface of the filter. If the filter is very
dirty, wash it with water and a soft, mild detergent. Dry carefully before placing it back in the unit.

3. When the cleaning of the air filter is completed, dry the air filter well, place it back in unit and
reassemble the appliance.




STORAGE

If you do not use the appliance for a long time, clean the appliance, allow it to dry well and store it.
. Always unplug the appliance before storing it.

. Drain any water in the water tank.

. Clean the filter and allow it to dry completely.

. Place the filter back into place.

. Wrap and place the power cord inside the water tank.

. The unit must be kept in an upright position during storage.

. Always make sure that the appliance is cold, dry and clean before storing.

. Always store the appliance out of the reach of children.

9. Always store the appliance in a well-ventilated, humid, safe and clean place. For the better
protection of the appliance, store it in its original packaging.

/\ CAUTION: The evaporator inside the machine has to be dried out before storing in order to
avoid unit damage and molds. Unplug the unit and place it in a dry open area for days to dry it out.
Another way to dry the unit is to set the humidity level 5% higher than the ambient humidity to
force the fan to dry the evaporator for a couple of hours
