HOW TO USE

1. Remove the battery compartment cover on the back of the device and insert two AAA batteries.
Follow the correct polarity during installation. Close the battery compartment.

2. Once the batteries is inserted, the device will detect and display the internal temperature and
humidity.

TIME SETTING

1. Push and hold the “SET"” button for 2 seconds to select the desired time display format (12/24h).
Push the "SET" button to confirm your setting.
2. Use the “+” and “-" buttons to set the correct hour. Push the "SET" button to confirm your
setting.
3. Use the “+” and “-" buttons to set the correct minutes. Push the "SET" button to confirm your
setting.

i NOTE: After 15 seconds without pressing any key, the device switches automatically from Set
Mode to Normal Time Mode.

ALARM SETTING

1. Long press the “ ‘ " button for 2 seconds to set the alarm time.

2. Set the alarm time with the “+” and “-" buttons. Push the “ ‘ " button to confirm your setting.
i NOTE: If you do not press any button for 15 seconds during the setup process, the screen will

return to the normal operation view.

To activate the alarm you set, press and hold the ‘ button. The “ ‘ " icon will appear on the

screen, a beep will sound and the alarm time will be displayed for 2 seconds.

To turn off the alarm, press any key except the “SNOOZE/LIGHT” key. The alarm will sound

continuously for 2 minutes if you do not turn it off by pressing any key.

SNOOZE FUNCTION
Press the "SNOOZE/LIGHT" button during the alarm to activate the snooze function. Activating
snooze will delay the alarm for 5 minutes, at which point the alarm will repeat.

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SETTING OF MAIN VIEW DISPLAY MODE

Press the “SET” key once to change the main view display mode (large digits). There are 2 types of
main view display modes: in the first view display mode, the time is displayed in the upper position
with the large digits, while the temperature and humidity are displayed in the lower position with
the lower digits. The second view display mode shows the temperature and humidity in the upper
position with the large digits, while the time is displayed at the bottom with the lower digits.

BACKLIGHT
Press the "SNOOZE/LIGHT" button once to turn on the screen backlight for 10 seconds.

COMFORT LEVEL ICONS

The indoor comfort level is calculated according to the indoor humidity and temperature and is
reflected on the screen with the icons below.

@ : Satisfactory environmental conditions

@ : Good environmental conditions
@ : Environmental conditions that may cause discomfort

MAIN VIEW SETUP

Press the “SET” button once to change the main view.

There are 2 types of main display: in the first display, the time is displayed at the top, while the
temperature and humidity are displayed at the bottom with large digits. In the second display, the
temperature and humidity are shown at the top, while the time is shown at the bottom with large
digits.
